Housing Discrimination Under the Fair Housing Act

The Fair Housing Act protects people from discrimination when they are renting
or buying a home, getting a mortgage, seeking housing assistance, or engaging
in other housing-related activities.

* The Fair Housing Act protects people from discrimination when they are
renting or buying a home, getting a mortgage, seeking housing assistance,
or engaging in other housing-related activities.

* Who is protected: prohibits discrimination based on race, color, national
origin, religion, sex, familial status, disability

* What types of housing are covered: Housing discrimination is illegal in
nearly all housing, including private housing, public housing and housing
that receives federal funding.

 Examples of discrimination: unequal treatment in renting, lending and
advertising.
